​Vaccinations or health documents (if required) 

 

When you arrive: 
​Paid your Love Bali tourism levy 
​Local SIM card or eSIM for maps and calls 
​Modest clothing for temples and sacred sites 
​Reusable bottle and tote bag (to avoid single-use plastics) 
​ International driver’s licence if you plan to rent a scooter 
​QRIS-ready payment app or Rupiah cash 

 

Bonus tips: 
​Save emergency contacts (police, hospital, embassy) 
​Keep copies of your passport and insurance
